We are pleased to submit to you the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) of the
City of Wavnesboro. Virginia (City) for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2008. The submission
of this report is required by Code of Virginia, §15.2-2511 and §51 of the Charter of the City
of Wayneshoro. In order to ensure that this report fairly and adequately represents the
financial position of the City. all data gathered from operations of the City over the last fiscal
vear have been audited by either the state auditor or an independent firm of certified public
accountants in accordance with generally accepted accounting standards and the
Commonwealth of Virginia Auditor of Public Accounts (APA). Responsibility for the
accuracy ol the data, the completeness and fairness of the presentation and proper disclosures
as required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) rests with
management. Management assumes full responsibility for the accuracy and completeness of
the information presented in this report and has made every attempt to ensure that all
disclosures necessary to enable the reader to gain an understanding of the City’s financial
activity have been included. The annual financial report should read in conjunction with the
Management and Discussion Analysis. beginning on page 3a and the Notes to Financial
Statements beginning on page 16.

PROFILE OF THE GOVERNMENT

The origin of the area now called Waynesboro can be traced back to 1736 and the rule of
King George I of England. As early as 1797. the area was referred to as Waynesborough in
honor of the General “Mad™ Anthony Waync. In 1801, the Virginia General Assembly
cstablished the town and in 1834 the town became incorporated. The arrival of the north and
south railroad lines and their intersection with the east and west railroad lines caused the Tocal
cconomy to flourish and a new town was formed called Basic City. Basic City and
Waynesboro operated as two separate towns for more than 30 vears. In 1923, after a voter
referendum, the two towns became one and in 1924 the legislature officially named the
consolidated town. Waynesboro. Waynesboro received its first-class independent city status
in 1948,

Today. Waynesboro has grown in size and population. The city boundary lines encompass a
little more than 15 square miles and hold approximately 21.000 citizens. The citizens of
Wavnesboro benefit from quality services provided by the police department. the fire
department. the emergency call center. and the court system, as well as, the sanitation and
collection division and the street maintenance division of the public works department and the
parks and recreation department. General fund tax doilars also provide support for the public
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
